Installation and operation of Static PSD sender

This document describes the installation and operation of the Java PSD sender written by Ibiquity Digital Corporation. Installation will take approximately 5 minutes, and can be installed on any computer running Microsoft Windows XP or Windows 7.
1. The software installation package consists of a Java installer that must be launched to install. Copy the Java installer icon labeled “jpsd_windows” onto the desktop of any computer that is on the same network as the HD radio equipment.
2. Double right click the computer mouse to start the Java installer that installs the PSD sender software on the computer.
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3. A Java installer wizard will appear. Wait for the scroll bar to complete.
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4. Once the scroll bar completes, the main installation screen will appear to guide the installer through the rest of the installation.
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5. Click “next”.

6. The installer will ask for the directory the program should be installed. Normally the default location chosen by the installer wizard is fine. If a different directory is desired, enter the specified location below, and then click “next”.
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7. The installation wizard will then ask for the start menu folder. Select the default or enter a custom location. Once complete, click “next”.
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8. The installation will then ask for the icons to be located on the desktop and also if quick start icons should be created. This is the choice of the user. Once done, click “next”.

9. The installation of the software will now begin.
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10. Once complete, the installation wizard will inform the user that the software install has completed successfully and is ready to use. Click “finish” to complete the installation.
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11. To start the PSD Sender program, double click on the desktop icon or select the program from the program menu in Windows. A java script screen will appear.

12. Once the script has been completed, the PSD Sender main screen will appear.
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13. The user can select between any number of HD channels that they are using by clicking on the radio button for each channel. Once selected, it will show the data entry screen for each channel. 
The TCP/IP Address port is for specifying where the message will be sent to the HD radio equipment on the network. Also, the proper port needs to be specified. The port assignments are as follows:

HD1 – 11000

HD2 – 10010

HD3 – 10011

HD4 – 10012

Example: To send a message to our HD1 channel, the operator needs to know the IP address of the exporter on the network and then specify the proper port for HD1. If the IP address is 192.168.20.50, then to properly send the PSD message, the address needs to be entered as: 192.168.20.50:11000.

Example: To send a message to our HD2 channel, the operator needs to know the IP address of the importer on the network and then specify the proper port for HD2. If the IP address is 192.168.20.100, then to properly send the PSD message, the address needs to be entered as: 192.168.20.100:10010.

The next line specifies the message that is to be sent for display on an HDRadio receiver. This message can be any message containing fewer than 64 characters.

HDP header version selection is used to select what version of software the HDRadio transmitting equipment is using. The default is Post4.0 and all new installations will use this. If the HDradio equipment is more than 2 years old, the “pre4.0” will need to be selected. If the operator is unsure what version of software they are using, please contact Ibiquity Digital personnel to help verify.

14. Once complete, click “save” to save the information for future reference.
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15. To send the message, click “send”
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This sends the message to the appropriate HDRadio transmitting equipment for display on a receiver.
